 Based on voluntary membership;

 Four categories for membership:

Active member – must be an Estonian citizen;

Supporting member – could be anyone (including foreigners) who 
would like to contribute to EDL;

Honour member – selected based on deeds and contribution to EDL

Young member – young people from 7-18 years of age

Members are not entitled for salary, however must participate at least 
48h/annum in EDL activities;

Training expenses (meals, uniforms, transport) during 
exercises/training are covered;

Junior members can be boys and girls from 7 to 18 years of age. 
Active members can be adults. 

Aims of youth organizations: 

 to develop stability, friendliness, honesty, kindness and good 
manners in young people;

 to deepen love for their home and country, prepare them for service 
in the defence forces;
